Guidelines 
 

Students in grades 7-12 will write a five paragraph personal narrative essay on the topic 
“Experiencing 9/11”. Students will demonstrate their personal experiences pertaining to 
the events of September 11, 2001.  Each grade level will have a winner.   
 
 
Essays must be: 

1. Word processed/typed. 
2. Double spaced. 
3. Accompanied by a title page with student’s School ID #; Title of the Essay, and 

the class designation of the student (i.e. 9th Grade, 10th Grade, etc.). 
4. No longer than five paragraphs. 
5. Topic specific. 
 
 

Submission Guidelines: 
1. Submit essay in a sealed envelope. 
2. Identify essay by student SAIS number not name. 
3. Include grade level. 
4. Submit essay in the drop box while entering or exiting  school. 
5. Essay must be submitted by 3:45 pm on September 3, 2008. 
 
 

Judging: 
1. Essays will be judged by North Pointe English Faculty. 
2. Prep Faculty will use the AIMS six trait writing rubric for evaluation.
